EMC pupils can be identified as early as ninth grade; however, must be identified in MSDS no later than the fall general collection deadline of their junior year. Reporting the pupil in MSDS with Program Participation Code = 3500 will reset the student’s expected graduation to a 5-year cohort, instead of a 4-year cohort. The 3500 code must be reported in the pupil’s record in every MSDS general collection and SRM to keep the pupil’s cohort year from reverting back to a 4-year cohort. MCL 388.1606(4)(m) states all Michigan pupils cease to be eligible for state aid (FTE) once the pupil has met all requirements to earn a HS diploma. This requirement applies to EMC pupils as well.
